LIFE DRAWING MODEL DESCRIPTION
- Models hold varied and creative poses ranging from 30 seconds to 45 minutes at a time over
a 2 hour period with appropriate short breaks.

- Must be at least 18 years old

- Draped Model: $15/ Hr  Undraped Model: $25/Hr

- Models are used to study the body and for portrait, costume and clothed poses.

- Successful figure models have an awareness of their body in the space around them.
Experience in sports, dance, theater or other forms of stylized movement is very helpful when
taking a pose.

- Undraped figure models will be used only in the classroom, with doors shut and windows
covered.

- Undraped Models: The Art Educator is responsible for authorizing access to the studio.
Individuals requesting entry must knock on the door and wait outside. The use of cameras
(including cell phone cameras) and photography is NOT permitted in studios using undraped
figure models, unless the figure model has granted written permission in advance.
